Conservatoire (also known as a co nservatory (name) or conservatoriu m (Austral ian E.)) is a hi gher 

education institution at which people are taught music and theatre, including playi ng musical instruments, 
s inging, musical co mposition, the history of music and music theory. The name was originated in France, 
but also is used in British Engli sh. In Lati n the word '·conserve" means ·' to keep", ·'to protect", '·to take 

care of'. In English '·conservatory" means "greenhouse", - a room with glass wa lls and glass roof that is 

bui It on the side of the house and used for sitting in to enjoy the sun and to protect the plants from the cold 
weathe r. Therefore Englishmen gave up the idea of using '·conservatory" in favo r of the French word 
'·conservatoire" to denote musical school. £3ut as you may see over the Internet and in other original 

sources American people use the Engli sh word ·'co nservatory". Now some words of a historical 
background. The earliest conservatories were originated in Italy in the s ixteenth century as charity schools 
for orphans and found li ngs. The pupils were provided with food , lodging and were taught different crafts, 
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inc luding mus ic. Eventually those charity school s developed into special music school s for promisi ng 
young people. The first conservatoire was Conservatoi re di Santa Maria di Loreto in Italy, in Naples. It was 
fou nded in 1537. Soon other conservatories, that are still functioning, were originated in Rome, Venice and 
other Italian cities. The end of the eighteenth 24 AHrJHtHCKHH SJ3 blK .11,Jrn MY3blKaHTOB century saw a striking 
growth of special music schools in other countries. The first conservatories in Russia were those o f St. 
Petersburg ( 1862) and Moscow ( 1866). Among the graduates of St. Petersburg Conservatoire were such 
outstanding musicians as Tchaikovs ky, Rimsky-Korsakov, Asafyev, Prokofiev, Mravinsky, to name only a 
few. Among the most world 's famo us music co lleges and conservatories there are the Royal Academy of 
Music and the Royal College of Music in London, Paris Conservatoire, Juilliard School in New York, New 
England Conservatoire in Boston, Peabody Conservatory in Baltimore, and the University of Music and 
Performing Arts in Vienna. l

The Royal Opera House 

A visit to this vast Opera House is very interesting not on ly for Londoners. If you are interested in Theatre 
architecture, let's vis it it. It really is the finest Theatre in the country. But it has its own history. According 
to the history the First Theatre was opened as the Theatre Royal in Covent Garden on the 7th of December 
1732. This was the "Patent Theatre" as granted to Sir William Devenant by Charles 11 . The Theatre was 
designed by James Shepherd. The interior was decorated by the Ita lian Artist, Amiconi. It is true, that 
Handel arri ved in 1734 and produced many Operas and Ballets on the stage of the theatre. David Garrick 
a lso appeared in 1746. Later the Theatre was reconstructed in 1784. In 1788 the first production of the 
Pantomime .. Al ladin" was performed here. On the 20th or September 1808 the Theatre Royal burnt down, 
taking Handel's own Organ and many of his manuscri pts. The Second Theatre had its fou ndation on 
December 31, 1808, the same year that the first Theatre had burnt down. It was designed by the architect 
Robert Smirke. As we know Robert Smirke also designed the main structure and the facade of the British 
Museum, the building now known as Canada House and many other prominent London's bui ldings. It was 
a litt le smaller than the fi rst Theatre. The new Theatre was opened on the 18th of September 1809 with a 
production of Shakespeare's ··Macbeth". The Theatre was reconstructed in 1847 and reopened on the 6th of 
April that year as the Royal Italian Opera House. But the tragedy struck on the 5th of March 1856 when the 
Theatre was again destroyed. The Roya l Opera House in Covent Garden was opened as the Roya l Italian 
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Opera House on the 15th of May 1858. The present build ing is actually the third theatre to have been 

constructed s ince 1732. The T heatre was extended in 1933 to house new dress ing rooms and offices . The 

a ud itorium was completely restored 254 AHrn11i1cic11i1 H3btK .D)rn MY3btKaHTOB and loo ks absolutely 

fantastic, like wa lking into a brand new Victorian Theatre. The stalls were re-raked to accommodate the 

new stage, and the stage itself and fly tower were completely demol ished and rebu il t. A new box office was 

added, a long with a cafe, a restaurant and shops. And a new rehearsal space is large enough to house 

complete sets. Welcome to the Royal Opera House!

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From the Biography of Franz Liszt (1811-1886) 
The great Hungarian pianist and composer Franz Liszt was born on October 22nd, 1811 to 

the family of a poor musician in a smal l Hungarian vi llage. His father wanted to give his son a 
good musical education. He began to teach him music when the boy was only five. The boy had 
exce ll ent ear for music and a wonderful musical memory. Like the other boys of the vil lage little 
Liszt didn't go to school. A local priest taught him arithmetic, spelling and grammar. But the boy 
had other teachers too - great writers, poets and composers. Beethoven was his main idol. Once 
the little boy announced proudly to his parents that he was going to become a great composer like 
Beethoven. 

In 1820 Adam Liszt brought hi s son to Vienna to persuade Karl Czerny who was one of 
Beethoven's favourite pupils, to teach Frantz music. Czerny listened to the boy's playing 
attentively. But to the surprise of Adam Liszt, the famous musician did not express any admiration 
or enthusiasm. He just agreed to give the boy music lessons for a small fee. But when after the 
twelfth lesson Adam Liszt brought him the fee , Czerny refused to take it, so much was he 
astonished by the phenomenal progress of his little pupi I. 

Two years later Liszt began to study composition under Antonio Salieri. The former rival 
of Mozart was now an old man. Salieri grew very fond of Liszt and like Czerny gave him free 
music lessons almost every day. On De.cember I st, 1823, Liszt gave hi s first public concert. It was 
the beginning of a wonderful career. His witty improvisations were a great success with the public. 

So the youth decided to invite Beethoven to his next concert in order to hear his opinion. ft 
was not easy to persuade Beethoven to come as he was old and sick. On Apri I 13th , 1823, the 
concert took place and, to Liszt's joy, Beethoven came too. For the first time in hi s life Liszt was 
really excited. He did hi s best to please the old composer. When Liszt fini shed his music piece, 
Beethoven came up to the stage and, to a storm of applause, kissed the young musician on his 
forehead. It seemed that Beethoven was passing over the immortal fire of true art to the new 
genius. Liszt was then only 11 years old.

Text 
T he Great T wo of the 18th Century 
(Handel a nd Bach) 
In 20 I 0 the whole world marked the 325lh anniversary of birth of the great composers 

George Frederic Handel and Johann Sebasti an Bach. During the celebrat ions music crit ics once 
more turned to the biographies of Handel and Bach and compared their music careers. The criti cs 
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thought that such compari son was possible and permissible as Bach and Handel had been 
compatriots and contemporari es, and both had turned to the same music genres. Analysing their 
music careers, the critics po inted out how diffe rent their lives had been. Handel was born in 
Germany in 1685. He had a long and success ful career of a composer fi rst in Italy, then in Britain . 
He composed operas and oratorios making the chorus his main instrument. Handel's first oratorio 
in English "Esther" began the tradition of oratorio-singing in England. However Handel' s 
ambition was to write operas. For 20 long years he kept on composing' and staging operas though 
none of them was a success with the public. His creative principles were too unconventional. 
Hande l took his fa ilure very much to heart, but he hoped that future music-lovers would appreciate 
them. Only when Handel gave up ' writing operas and devoted himself to oratorios, he finall y won 
general acclaim. His contemporaries rea lized that Handel had found a perfectl y new type of music 
epic. Music critics wrote that 43ratorical form, which combined the elements of a musica l drama 
and choral s inging, was Handel's greatest contribution to European music. In 1742 Handel 
composed hi s most inspired oratorio " Mess iah" which was warmly received at the Covent Garden 
Theatre in London. It was a real triumph. 

Johann Sebastian Bach was also born in 1685 . But hi s Ii fe and music career were much 
less triumphant. Handel was already a celebrated composer when Bach was only a modest 
violinist in the Weimar orchestra. When Handel was applauded to in Ita ly and in England, Bach 
was an organist in a small German town. Handel used lo live at the English Court, having the best 
chorus, orchestra and soloists, whi le Bach was a school teacher, teaching children to perform his 
111USIC. 

In his li fetime Bach was recognized mainly as a virtuoso organist, but hi s music was 
appreciated onl y after his death . Bach was a well-educated man of versati le interests. He had a 
rare gift for languages, he could speak a num ber of them and even taught Latin at school. He was 
fond of chi ldren and had a large fa mily. He was very good at poetry as well. Although nobody had 
ever taught him to play either the harpsichord or 2 the organ and he had had a teacher neither in 
harmony nor composition, Bach could play different instruments ve ry we ll . It a lways took him a 
long time to compose a piece of music as he used to perfect it over and over again. His music is 
highly emotional and trul y romantic. 

Both Handel and Bach were bri lli ant improvisators and used to take part in musica l 
competitions of virtuosos. 

One legendary episode from Bach's artistic life can give us an idea of his rare vi rtuosity. In 
1717 a fa mous French musician Louis Marchand ( 1669- 1732) came to Dresden. He gave a great 
number of concerts at the Royal Court which brought him great success. One day Bach received 
an invitation to take part in a competition with the French musician at the Court. At the concert 
Marchand perfo rmed a perfectl y ori ginal music piece which he had composed himself and he was 
much applauded to. When Bach took his seat at the harpsichord and started to play, everybody· 
held their breath . The people wondered what Bach would play. Bach sim ply kept on playing the 
very piece which the French composer had just perfo rmed. Bach managed to breathe a new Ii fe 
into the little piece and added new charm to it. His inspired improvisation won the hearts of the 
I isteners. 

Marc hand had to recognize Bach's superiority. On the fo llowing day the two virtuosos 
were to meet aga in. However the ni ght be fore the competition Marc hand left Dresden secretl y, 
altogether giving up hope to win. Bach was not an ambitious man and never li ked to ta lk abou t his 
victory. 

The music of Bach and Handel constituted a whole epoch in polyphonic style, the main 
representati ves of which they both were.
